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LETTER OF UNIVERSITY PRESIDENT

To pay much attention to the historical importance of Zakho
City, to have loyalty to its people’s struggles, movements, and
revolutions for the sake of freedom and to take into consideration
the strategic position of Zakho which is a gate from Iraqi Kurdistan
Region to Turkey and Europe, Kurdistan Region President Mr.
Massoud Barzani, who pays intensive care and attention to Zakho
area and higher education, recommended to establish a university
n the area. Thus, in the fifth cabinet, Kurdistan Regional
Government (KRG) President Mr. Nechirvan Barzani put the
cornerstone for building Zakho Campus, starting with two colleges,
Education and Commerce & Business, in June 2005. When
putting the cornerstone, Mr. Nechirvan Barzani announced that
“This is the cornerstone of Zakho Campus”. Likewise, his honored
speech was really appreciated by almost all the social classes and
groups in the area. That is why; Ministry of Higher Education and
Scientific Research alongside with University of Duhok did their
best to develop Zakho Campus.

In the academic year 2005-2006, students were admitted in the
College of Education/ Zakho, Departments of History and
Mathematics, and the College of Commerce and Business/ Zakho.

In the academic year 2006-2007, the University of Duhok
Council decided to make the two colleges Arts and Science be in
Duhok City Centre and the College of Education be in Zakho.
However, in the same year, students were admitted in the latter
college, Inten departments (5 scientific and 5 humanitarian).
